Hidden
high up in the Rif Mountains of northeastern Morocco,
Chefchaouen is a historical town known for the striking,
variously hued blue-washed buildings of its picturesque
medina and views.

Day 3: Chefchaouen: One of the prettiest places in
Morocco.. We will explore the streets and the kasbah, have
